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In reference to the special meeting held on 10th September 2025, it was unanimously decided to
constitute the Socio-Economically Disadvantaged Groups (SEDG) Cell of Deomornoi Degree College in
accordance with University Grants Commission (UGC) Guidelines, 2018 and the provisions under the
National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 for promoting equity, inclusion, and access to higher education.

The SEDG Cell shall function under the overall supervision of the Head of the Institution and shall
work towards ensuring effective implementation of policies and programmes for socio-economically
disadvantaged students.

Functions of the SEDG Cell:

1. Ensure effective implementation of policies and schemes for socio-economically disadvantaged
students.

2. Promote an inclusive and equitable academic environment within the institution.

3. Provide guidance, support, and counselling to students from disadvantaged sections.

4. Organize awareness programmes, workshops, and outreach activities on equity, social justice, and
constitutional values.

5. Address grievances and issues related to access, equity, or discrimination in accordance with UGC
norms.

6. Facilitate students” access to scholarships, fellowships, fee concessions, remedial coaching, and other
welfare schemes.

7. Maintain records of activities. meetings. and actions taken, and submit periodic reports to the
competent authority as required.

8. Coordinate with other institutional bodies such as the Equal Opportunity Cell and Grievance Redressal
Cell to ensure comprehensive support for students.

The SEDG Cell shall operate with immediate effect. All concerned are requested to extend their full
cooperation to ensure smooth and effective functioning of the Cell in compliance with UGC rules and

regulations.
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
